President. Dr. Lessa's valuable contributions to the Grinnell Committee over the years are greatly 

appreciated. Dr. Robert Timm was invited to join the Grinnell Committee and joined in the 

committee's Spring 2019 deliberations. 

 

(3) In Spring 2019, the committee evaluated nomination material, chose the nominee, and 

forwarded their nomination to President Kelt and the ASM Board of Directors.  The recipient 

will be announced at the closing event of the 2019 Annual Meeting in Washington DC.
